1.	To elect the Chairman of the Parish Council for the forth coming year.
Cllr Kemble proposed Cllr Warwick for the position of Chairman for the forthcoming year, seconded by Cllr Knight and carried.  Cllr Warwick accepted the position.

2.	Clerk to receive signed Declaration of Acceptance of Office form.
The Clerk received the signed Declaration of Acceptance of Office form.

3.	Welcome by the Chairman and to consider accepting apologies for absence.
Apologies for absence were received Cllr James Taylor Roberts and these were accepted.
County Cllr Mark Kiddle-Morris also sent apologies for absence.  

4.	To declare any Interests re items on the agenda.
There were no Interests declared.

5.	To confirm and accept minutes of the meeting held on 27th March 2025.

Cllr Atterwill brought to the attention of those present the Community Fund that is available from R.W.E. because of the possible solar farm project.  The idea of putting solar panels on the roof of the village hall was discussed and also the church.

7.         To discuss any necessary Correspondence.

8.	To discuss any Planning Issues.
There are no planning issues to discuss.
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9.	To discuss any Highways Matters. 
The A47 will be closed for extended periods of time.  Highways will endeavour to make sure the closures will be at night time.  Station Road will be closed next week so trucks will possibly come through the village.  At the moment there are no highways issues to be resolved.

10.	To receive a progress report  on the Solar Farm Project.
Cllr Foster and Cllr Knight attended a meeting in the Village Hall regarding this project.  They voiced many concerns but did not feel much was achieved.  Cllr Knight said she did not realise how much this project would impact on the village.  It will be the size of the Necton sub station.  Farmers are against the idea.  George Freeman, M.P. is expecting that it is going ahead.  He would like to make changes if he can.  The debate about whether it was or not to be supported went on for some time.

11.	To receive an update from Cllr Olley regarding the village sign maintenance.
Cllr Olley had looked into different ways of making the village sign  look better.  He will use some material and buy some polish and deal with the village sign.

12.	To adopt the accounts for year ending 31st March 2025.
Cllr Olley proposed the accounts be adopted, seconded by Cllr Hunt and carried.

13.	To adopt the Annual Governance and Accountability Return, the Certificate of Exemption, and the Accounting Statement.
Cllr Olley proposed these documents be adopted, seconded by Cllr Hunt and carried.

14.	To discuss the Internal Auditor’s report and propose the Auditor for 2026.
The report had been circulated and the Parish Council was satisfied with the report.  Cllr Olley proposed G & A Accountants be retained as the Internal Auditor for next year, seconded by Cllr Warwick and carried.

15.	To review and adopt the Financial Control Systems that are in place.
Cllr Olley proposed the Financial Control Systems that are in place remain unchanged,  seconded by Cllr Warwick and carried.

16.	To review and adopt the Asset Register.
This will be reviewed in July.

17.	To authorise financial payments.
Cllr Olley proposed the following financial payments be authorised, seconded by Cllr Foster and carried.
